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RULES and REGULATIONS
SaddleBrooke TWO, Homeowners Association

ARTICLE | GENERAL
Section 1 Purpose

These Rules and Regulations are published to aid in the governing of SaddleBrooke Homeowners Association
#2 (HOA # 2), and to promote the health, safety, and welfare of HOA # 2 Members. These Rules and
Regulations supplement the Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&Rs) and Bylaws to provide for the use
of the common areas and facilities, the personal conduct of Members and Guests, and the establishment of
penalties for infractions.

In the event of a conflict the following represents the order of priority: Governmental Laws, CC&Rs, Articles,
Bylaws, then these Rules and Regulations.

Section2  Captions and Titles

All captions, titles or headings of the Articles, Sections, and paragraphs in these Rules and Regulations are for
the purpose of reference and convenience only and are not to be deemed to limit, modify, or otherwise affect
any of the provisions of or to be used in determining the intent or context of these Rules.

Section 3 Definitions of Terms

A. Assessment: Annual Assessment (Community Service Fee), Special Assessments, Special Use Fees, or any
other fees.

B. Associate Member: A person who resides in the home who is not named on the deed.

C. Community Service Fee: A fee paid to HOA # 2 for the maintenance of common areas.

D. Dwelling Unit: Any building situated upon a lot and is intended for occupancy as a residence by a single
family.

E. General Manager: The General Manager of HOA # 2, or the management company or their designee(s), or
the Board-approved designee(s).

F. Guest: A non-resident friend or relative of a Member/Homeowner, Associate Member, or Renter who is
visiting HOA # 2 at the personal invitation and with specific knowledge and sponsorship of same.

G. HOA # 2: The Arizona non-profit corporation named "SaddleBrooke Homeowners Association #2".

H. Homeowner (Owner): A person/persons, who is/are named on the deed of the home.

I.  Member: Any person or entity that owns a lot in HOA # 2 that does not constitute Exempt Property as
defined in Article | of the CC&Rs.

J. Membership: Each lotin HOA # 2 is entitled to one (1) Membership in the Association, which is shared by all
joint owners. For voting purposes each Membership is allowed one (1) vote with no fractional votes allowed.

K. Qualified Renter: A person who rents the home from a Member/Homeowner and has obtained a Renters
Card by registering with the HOA # 2 Offices.

L. Renter: A person who rents the home from a Member/Homeowner.

M. Resident: Each buyer under a recorded contract of the property provided the buyer is actually residing on
the property, and each owner, tenant or lessee actually residing on the property and members of the
immediate family of each owner, tenant, or lessee actually residing on the property.

For rules regarding Guests, Renters, Qualified Renters, Associate Members, and Members, see Article VIII.
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Section 4 Effective Date

These Rules and Regulations and any subsequent amendments shall be effective on the date adopted by the
Board of Directors of HOA # 2 (Board) unless a later effective date is approved. These Rules and Regulations
may be amended or repealed in whole or in part by a majority vote of the Board.

Section5  Scope

These Rules and Regulations shall be binding on the Members/Homeowners and Associate Members, and
their Guests and Renters within HOA # 2, as they relate to the land and properties within the boundaries of
HOA # 2.

Section6  Official Version of Rules and Regulations

The General Manager shall maintain a current and accurate set of the HOA # 2 Rules and Regulations, which
shall be available for inspection and distribution to HOA # 2 Members.

Section 7 Service of Notice

Whenever any notice is required by the Rules and Regulations to be served on any person or entity, the
mailing of such notice to his or her last known address as shown on the records of HOA # 2, or personal
delivery to the person or entity, shall be deemed sufficient compliance.

Section 8  Authority of a Board or Committee

A. Any authority granted to any board or committee under these Rules and Regulations may be exercised by a
majority of the members present at a meeting of the board or committee where a quorum is present,
unless otherwise provided.

B. Itis the intent of the Board that these Rules and Regulations be administered by the Rules Compliance
Committee (RCC); however, the Board reserves the right to review any action or recommendation of the
RCC.

Section 9 Fines and Penalties

A. The following fines and penalties shall apply to violations of all Articles of these Rules and Regulations that
do not carry specific fines and penalties:

1st Offense: Written warning.
2nd Offense:$35 fine and/or suspension of privileges for up to thirty (30) days as determined by the

General Manager.

3rd Offense: $75 fine and/or suspension of privileges for a period not to exceed sixty (60) days as
determined by the General Manager.

4 or More Offenses: Refer to the Board for action.

This fine schedule is based on a twelve (12)-month period preceding the last violation.

B. In case of a particularly serious offense which, in the opinion of the Board cannot be adequately
redressed by the foregoing schedule of fines and penalties, the Board may impose a partial or total
suspension of membership privileges for a period of up to sixty (60) days.

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C. The Board may, both before and after completion of landscaping on a lot, cause to be furnished the
labor and/or materials necessary to bring the lot, any improvements located thereon and/or any
landscaping for which the Owner is responsible up to a standard approved by the Board, and upon
demand the Owner of the lot shall reimburse HOA # 2 for any expense incurred in exercising said right,
payment of which shall be enforceable as, and in the same manner as, an Assessment pursuant to the
terms of the CC&Rs.

D. Any payments which are not paid by the due date shall be deemed delinquent. The member shall be
subject to penalties and interest as stated in the CC&Rs. All charges shall be reflected on all future billing
statements.

E. Within thirty (30) days, a notice of past due improvement reimbursement will be mailed on any part of
the improvement reimbursement that has not been paid by the due date. The penalty for late payment
will be included on the billing statement. The Board may also impose an administrative processing
charge against the delinquent member's account as allowed under State law.

F. The Board may suspend facility use privileges for any member who is delinquent in the payment of any
improvement reimbursement.

G. Every thirty (30) days thereafter, notices will be sent to the delinquent member reflecting the amount
due and including penalties, accrued interest, and administrative processing charges.

H. When the Lot is sold a lien will be placed on the property for the amount due, including penalties,
accrued interest, administrative charges and reasonable legal expenses, and the amount due will be
paid through escrow in connection with that sale.

ARTICLE 11 CODE OF CONDUCT

Section 1 Violations of Code of Conduct

To insure the tranquility of the community and the enjoyable use of the facilities, the following actions will not
be permitted and may result in disciplinary actions including, but not limited to, suspension of membership
privileges and/or monetary fines.

A. Any action or behavior resulting in unsafe conditions or practices, uncivil or discourteous conduct, willful
misconduct, or any action that unfairly or unreasonably impairs the rights and privileges of others.

B. Using loud, profane, indecent or abusive language or any physical abuse, threat, harassment or any
other such action against anyone, including staff.

Section 2 Enforcement

The General Manager and/or the SaddleBrooke Patrol are authorized to investigate and enforce any
reported abuses of the Code of Conduct. The General Manager will notify the accused party in writing of
the disciplinary actions.
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ARTICLE Il

Section 1

APPEAL PROCEDURE

General

Any individual has the right to appear before the RCC to appeal any disciplinary action including fines assessed
against the appellant by the General Manager or SaddleBrooke Patrol as authorized by the Board.

Section 2

Notice of Appeal

A. A written notice of appeal must be filed with the General Manager within ten (10) days after written or oral
notification of the appellant of any disciplinary action taken against the appellant.

B. The notice of appeal shall be in writing and should contain: (i) the name, address, and telephone number of
the appellant; (ii) the decision being appealed; (iii) the substance of the decision; (iv) the grounds for
appeal; and (v) the desire for an open or closed hearing.

C. The General Manager will notify the RCC, which shall set a date, time, and place for the hearing and shall so
notify the appellant and all parties involved. Written notification shall be made to the appellant at least
seven (7) working days prior to the hearing. If appellant is unable to appear at the time and date specified,
he or she may request, and if warranted, receive a new hearing date. Failure by the appellant to appear at a
scheduled hearing will result in the forfeiture of any appeal rights regarding the subject action unless
proper notification was not made to the appellant in accordance with the CC&Rs.

Section 3

A

Hearing Procedure
Unless appellant requests a closed hearing, it shall be open to all.
All parties to proceedings may introduce evidence, produce witnesses to testify, and present arguments.

The RCC shall make a record of the proceedings.

. Following the close of the hearing, the RCC may retire to consider its decision.

. The RCC shall prepare a written decision within seven (7) working days which shall be served on the

appellant and the officer or General Manager whose decision was appealed.

The RCC shall report the decision to the Board within seven (7) working days following the hearing.

. The RCC's decision may be appealed by filing a written notice of appeal addressed to the Board. The

written notice of appeal is to be filed with the General Manager within ten (10) days after written
notification to the appellant of the RCC's decision.

. The notice of appeal shall be in writing and should contain: (i) the name, address, and telephone number

of the appellant; (ii) the date of the RCC appeal hearing; (iii) the substance of the decision which is being
appealed; and (iv) the grounds for appeal.

The Board will review the appeal as it deems necessary and will then notify the appellant in writing of its
final decision.
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ARTICLE IV TRAFFIC REGULATIONS

Section 1 General

The following regulations are for the protection and well being of all. Noncompliance may result in a fine being
assessed. These regulations pertain to all vehicles.

Section 2 Definition: Vehicles

Vehicles include, but are not limited to, the following: automobiles, trucks, golf cars, recreational vehicles,
trailers, campers, motorcycles, bicycles, and maintenance vehicles.

Section 3 Moving Violations
A. Speeding:
i) Itis a violation to exceed established speed limits within the boundaries of HOA # 2.
ii) When an area does not have a posted speed limit, the following speeds will prevail:
a) Inresidential areas the speed limit is 25 miles per hour (mph).

b) In front of a Clubhouse or around any of the community buildings and parking lots the speed limit is
15 mph. Then exception is the MountainView complex which includes the MountainView
Clubhouse, the crafts center, the MountainView pool, the Mesquite Grill, the access road and all
parking lots, where the speed limit is 10 mph.

B. Failure to Obey Stop Signs: It is a violation not to stop at any stop sign indicating a stop in your direction of
travel. Your vehicle must come to a full stop prior to proceeding into the intersection. This includes stop
signs on golf car paths crossing streets and roads. You must yield to vehicles and pedestrians in the
intersection before proceeding.

C. Arizona Vehicle Laws: All residents are obligated to obey all Arizona state vehicle laws. Golf car drivers and
bicyclists must obey the same traffic laws as drivers of other vehicles. Per the Arizona Department of
Transportation the following also apply to bicyclists:

a) Do not carry more persons than the design of the bicycle permits.

b) Do not ride more than two bicycles side-by-side.

c) Ride as near to the right side of the road as possible.

d) Use proper hand signals.

e) When riding at night, have a white head lamp visible from 500 feet, and a rear reflector.

D. Golf Car Driver Age Restriction: It is a violation to allow anyone under the age of sixteen (16) to operate a
golf car in HOA # 2.

Section4  Parking Violations

A. Definition of Parked Vehicle: A parked vehicle is a vehicle that is left on a street or in a parking area
unattended.
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B. Parked in Fire Lane: Certain areas have been designated Fire Lanes. It is a violation to park a vehicle in these
areas except for the purpose of loading or unloading.
C. Parked in Front of a Fire Hydrant: It is a violation to park within fifteen (15) feet of a fire hydrant.

D. Parked in a Handicap Space: It is a violation to park in a space designated for handicap parking without a
state handicap license or temporary handicap permit displayed.

E. Parked on Private Property: It is a violation to park a vehicle or trailer on a lot or other private property
other than owners parking on their own improved lot, without the approval of the Board or its designated
representative. Parking is limited to paved surfaces. Employees of HOA # 1, HOA # 2, or the Developer are
exempted during the course of their duties.

F. Parked in Areas Not Striped for Parking: All paved parking lots have been marked with paint stripes to
designate parking spaces for either autos or golf cars only. It is a violation to park in an area not striped for
parking. Autos may not park in golf car spaces that are so designated by signs.

G. Parked in Unsafe Location: It is a violation to park any vehicle in an unsafe manner or location on the
streets of HOA # 2. An unsafe manner or location is one that: (i) hinders the view of drivers approaching an
intersection; (ii) hinders the ability of drivers to drive in a safe and prudent manner; or (iii) hinders or blocks
drivers from exiting their driveways.

H. Parked on Streets: All vehicles (except RV's which are covered under Section 5) must be kept in garages and
other designated parking areas. For the purpose of these Rules and Regulations, "designated parking area"
shall mean paved driveways in front of garages and authorized temporary parking on the street. Parking on
streets for HOA # 2 events, social events, or for the homeowners' Guests is permitted temporarily; but no
parking on the streets is permitted between the hours of midnight and 5:00 a.m. Temporary parking on the
street between midnight and 5:00 a.m. must be authorized in advance by the General Manager. Temporary
permits for up to seven (7) consecutive nights must be obtained at the HOA # 2 Offices during normal
business hours. A maximum of three (3) temporary permits will be authorized in a one (1) year span. For
unseen circumstances, an additional permit can only be authorized by the General Manager. All such
permits must be authorized in writing. The temporary parking permit will be attached to the inside rear
view mirror of the vehicle and must be visible at all times.

Section 5 Recreational Vehicles Special Rules

A. RV Parked in Street or on Driveway: RVs and all trailers owned by HOA # 2 residents or their guests may be
parked on the street in front of their residence or on their driveways so as not to extend into the street for
a maximum of two (2) nighttime periods and three (3) daytime periods within any seven (7) day period.

B. Definition of a Period: A nighttime period will be from 8:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. A daytime period will be from
8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. Parking for any length of time in any period will count as one (1) full period.

C. Units 35 and 35A: In Units 35 and 35A, RVs and all trailers may be parked on the street only in front of the
residence and not extending in front of any adjoining Villa lot for a maximum of two (2) nighttime periods

and three (3) daytime periods within any seven (7) day period.

D. Guest Parking: Guest parking will be charged against the homeowner's available parking times.
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E. Parking RV or any trailer in Parking Lot: It is a violation to park any recreational vehicle or any trailer in any
designated parking lot overnight without prior permission of the General Manager or Patrol.

Section6  Commercial Vehicles Special Rules

A. Definition of a Commercial Vehicle: Any car, truck, trailer, tractor, recreational vehicle, or combination
thereof that has lettering visible to the public which advertises any business or for-profit organization, or
any vehicle used for business or commercial purposes that is too large to be housed in the existing garage.

B. Commercial Vehicle Parking: It is a violation to park any commercial vehicle overnight on any street,
parking lot, residential lot, driveway, or common area within HOA # 2 in such a manner as to be visible from
neighboring property or from any street. Commercial vehicles used while doing business in SaddleBrooke
may be parked while doing that business only and may not be parked overnight. Per current CC&Rs,
commercial vehicles owned by the developer and his designated representatives are exempt.

Section 7  Public Service and Public Safety Vehicles

A. Definition of Public Service and Public Safety Vehicles: A vehicle required to be available at designated times

at a person's residence as a condition of their employment and either of the two following qualifying
situations applies:

i) The resident is employed by a public service corporation regulated by the corporate commission or a
municipal utility, the resident is required to respond to emergency situations related to natural gas,
electrical, or water infrastructure, the vehicle has a gross vehicle weight rating of 20,000 pounds or less,
and the vehicle is owned by the public service corporation or a municipal utility and has a visible
designation of that corporation.

ii) The resident is employed by a public safety agency and the vehicle has a gross vehicle weight rating of
10,000 pounds or less and has a visible designation of that agency. Public safety agency includes police

and fire service for a governmental or tribal agency, private fire service providers and statute-regulated
ambulance service providers.

B. Public Service and Public Safety Vehicles Parking: HOA # 2 shall not prohibit a resident from parking a vehicle
on a paved street or driveway if that vehicle qualifies as a Public Service or Public Safety Vehicle. It is
recommended that overnight parking of these vehicles be limited to the driveway.

Section 8 Off Street Paths

The use of Off Street Paths, other than golf course paths, for purposes other than pedestrian traffic is a
violation of this Section and is subject to the penalties of Section 9B following.

Section 9 Sidewalks

The use of sidewalks is for pedestrians only. Bicycling, skateboarding, rollerblading, and graffiti on sidewalks is
a violation of this section and subject to the penalties of Section 9B following. Blocking of sidewalks is also
prohibited.

Section 10

Schedule of Fines

A. All moving violations:
1. Speeding:

Up to 15 mph over the limit $ 50.
16 mph or more over the limit $100.

. Failure to Obey a stop sign:

1st offense: $ 50.
2nd offence: $100.
Each additional offense: Double the previous fine.

. Driving a golf car underage:

1st offense: § 50.
2nd offence: $100 .
Each additional offense: Double the previous fine.

B. Parking, Off Street Paths and Sidewalk Violations:
1. Parking in a fire lane, in front of a fire hydrant, in a Disabled Space without a proper permit
, on any clubhouse patios, or illegally parking a Commercial Vehicle:

1st Offense: $50.
2nd Offense: $100.
Each additional offense: Double the previous fine.

Other parking violations, off street paths and Sidewalk violations:

1st Offense: $35.
2nd Offense: $70.
Each additional offense: Double the previous fine.

Overnight parking on street violations:

1st Offense: Warning.
2nd Offense: $35.
Each additional offense: Double the previous fine.

This fine schedule is based on a twelve (12)-month period preceding the last violation.

ARTICLE V

Section 1

POOLS, WHIRLPOOLS & FITNESS CENTERS

Main Pools, Lap Pools, Whirlpools and Pool Areas

A. Only SaddleBrooke Members/Homeowners, Associate Members, Qualified Renters or their Guests shall be
allowed to use the pools, whirlpools and pool areas. They must have a valid HOA # 1 or HOA # 2 |.D. card
(Membership, Associate Membership, Renter, or Guest Card). (If a Guest is accompanied by a host with a
valid HOA # 1 or HOA # 2 I.D. card, a Guest Card is not required.) It is a violation of this rule to permit any
others to use your key or code to enter the pool enclosures.

B. The pools, whirlpools and pool areas are open during posted hours which may vary seasonally. For the
DesertView pool, the hours from 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. are designated as Lap Swimming only.
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C. Hours for people under the age of 18 are 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at MountainView, 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m.
at DesertView and 3:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. at the Preserve in the pool areas. Children who are not toilet
trained are not allowed in the pools. During these hours, small toys are permitted provided that they are
not used in a disruptive or dangerous manner. The accompanying adult will be responsible for the proper
use of these toys and all actions of their guests.

D. Atleast one (1) designated adult must accompany any person under the age of eighteen (18). No person
under the age of eighteen (18) is allowed in the whirlpools. No person under the age of eighteen (18) is
allowed in the lap pool unless otherwise authorized by the Fitness Director or General Manager.

E. To help keep the pools sanitary, all persons must shower prior to entering or re-entering the pools and/or
whirlpools. Use of water-proof sunscreen is permitted.

F. No pets are permitted in any pool area at any time except for those specifically trained to assist sight-
impaired or other handicapped persons (and are so identified).

G. No toys (except those specified in Subsection C) or flotation devices are allowed except for one (1) single
noodle, not exceeding six (6) feet in length, per person. Arm flotation bands or flotation vests for small
children are allowed when accompanied by an adult in the pool.

H. Proper swimming attire is required. Cutoffs, jeans or diapers are not allowed in the pools.
I. No glass, food, or alcoholic beverage is allowed in any pool area, other than during events sponsored or
approved by the General Manager. It is not permitted to bring your own liquor into a pool area. Non-

alcoholic beverages in plastic or metal containers are permitted in a pool area.

J. A maximum of six (6) Guests for each SaddleBrooke Member/Homeowner, Associate Member or Qualified
Renter is allowed at any time unless otherwise authorized by the Fitness Director or General Manager.

K. Running, diving, jumping into the pool, skateboarding, rollerblading or similar activities, and rowdiness are
not allowed. For the DesertView pool, diving during lap pool hours is permitted.

L. Classes have precedence over recreational swimming.

M. Lap swimming is allowed in the MountainView lap pool and the designated lanes in the DesertView and
Preserve pools. Lap swimmers must register and sign up for lanes. Lanes may be used for up to forty-five
(45) minutes if other swimmers are waiting. Only lap swimming is permitted in these areas unless

otherwise authorized.

N. It is everyone's responsibility to adhere to these rules. If a violation is noted, notify Fitness Center
personnel or the SaddleBrooke Patrol if Fitness Center personnel are not available.

Section2  Fitness Centers
A. Alcoholic beverages are not permitted in any fitness center.

B. Persons under the age of eighteen (18) may not use exercise equipment.
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C. Appropriate workout attire is required in the fitness centers. No sandals or street shoes are allowed.
Rubber-soled footwear is required.

D. Persons using exercise equipment are required to wipe down the exercise equipment after use.

E. Members/Homeowners, Associate Members, Qualified Renters, and their Guests using any HOA # 2 Fitness
Center must sign a waiver agreement, provide medical background information, and attend an orientation
session before using the equipment. Posted procedures for the use of all equipment must be observed.

Signup sheets for the orientation sessions are available at the Fitness Centers. Guest orientations are
available.

Section3  Sports and Fitness Facilities
A. All items for bulletin boards must have prior management approval before posting.

B. Lockers and showers are to be used only by Members/Homeowners, Associate Members, Qualified
Renters, and their Guests in conjunction with use of the Sports and Fitness Facilities.

ARTICLE VI CLUBHOUSE RULES

Section 1 Clubhouse Hours

All HOA # 2 clubhouses are open seven (7) days a week. Events and activities will determine the actual hours.
Extended hours must be approved through the HOA # 2 Office.

Section2  Membership and Qualified Renter Cards

Members/Homeowners and Associate Members should carry their Membership Cards and Qualified Renters

their Renter Cards with them. It is their identification giving them the right to use facilities. They may be asked
to present it.

Section 3 Guest Cards

Guests wishing to use the facilities when they are not accompanied by a Resident must have a Guest Card in
their possession. (See Article VIII.) Guest Cards are available at the HOA # 2 Office.

Section 4 Dress Code

Swimwear or spiked golf shoes are not allowed anywhere in any HOA # 2 Clubhouse. Shirts, pants or shorts,
skirts or dresses, and shoes shall be required for all persons. Tennis and golf clothes are appropriate. The dress
code for dining in a Clubhouse Dining Room is as designated by the dining room manager (no cutoffs or tank

tops are allowed). Shorts (no shorter than mid-thigh) are permitted during the warm season. Certain events
may be designated as formal or "black tie".

Section5  Smoking

Smoking is not permitted within any HOA # 2 building at any time.

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Section6  Weapons

Weapons of any type are not permitted in any HOA # 2 facilities except during concealed weapon classes or
Gun Club meetings that have been authorized by the General Manager. Law enforcement officials and
SaddleBrooke Patrol personnel are exempt.

Section7  Food and Beverage

A. Outside catering from any source (other than that furnished by HOA # 2 Food and Beverages) is not
permitted in any HOA # 2 facility.

B. Food and beverages including potluck functions, self-catering and brown-bag meals may not be brought
into any HOA # 2 facilities, except as noted in Article V, Section 1, Sub-section I.

C. Potlucks, brown-bag meals, personal snacks, non-alcoholic beverages in plastic or metal containers (no
glass) are permitted at the HOA # 2 Arts and Crafts Center and Tennis Court ramadas.

D. Alcoholic beverages may not be brought into any HOA # 2 facilities. HOA # 2 must furnish all alcoholic
beverage service.

Section 8  Activity Rooms

Please check with the HOA # 2 Offices for policies and information concerning room usage.

Section 9 Libraries

Refer to the library for current rules on usage. Videos, audio tapes, large print books, and current hardback
best sellers are available. Residents are encouraged to make donations of books, puzzles, and tapes to the
libraries.

Section 10 Posted Notices
Notices, handbills, or the like may not be placed in the clubhouses without prior management approval.

Section 11 Kitchens

Persons who are not employees are not allowed in kitchens or bar service areas unless authorized by
management.

ARTICLE VII TENNIS COURT RULES

Section1l  General
A. Only SaddleBrooke Members/Homeowners, Associate Members, Qualified Renters, Guests, and Preferred
Guests are allowed use of the tennis facilities at SaddleBrooke. Non-residents, when invited to participate in
League Play as a member of a visiting team, Official Organized Events or an Authorized Group Program, may

use the courts during the specified event.

B. SaddleBrooke Tennis Facilities (sites)

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i) The SaddleBrooke site consists of eight (8) tennis courts and the Tennis Center where the administration
of all SaddleBrooke tennis operations occur. Homeowners Association #1 (HOA # 1) owns the
SaddleBrooke site facility, and its use is under the jurisdiction of the HOA # 1 General Manager and the
HOA # 1 Tennis Committee.

ii) The MountainView site consists of five (5) tennis courts. HOA # 2 owns the MountainView site facility,
and its use is under the jurisdiction of the HOA # 2 General Manager and the HOA # 2 Tennis Committee.
These courts are considered to be non-adjacent.

iii) The DesertView site consists of four (4) tennis courts. HOA # 2 owns the DesertView site facility, and its
use is under the jurisdiction of the HOA # 2 General Manager and the HOA # 2 Tennis Committee.

iv) The Preserve site consists of three (3) tennis courts. HOA # 2 owns the Preserve site facility, and its use
is under the jurisdiction of the HOA # 2 General Manager and the HOA # 2 Tennis Committee.

C. The SaddleBrooke Tennis Club (STC) is charged with administering an effective and equitable court
reservation system for the benefit of all SaddleBrooke residents. With oversight from both the HOA # 1 and
HOA # 2 Tennis Committees, the STC has developed administrative rules to accomplish this responsibility. A
copy of the current STC Rules is available to all SaddleBrooke residents at the Tennis Center, on the STC web
site and at the HOA # 1 and HOA # 2 offices and by reference shall be made a part of each Association's
Rules and Regulations. Suggestions for changes may be made to the STC Rules Committee or either of the
HOA Tennis Committees.

D. The tennis courts are to be used for tennis only. No other sports or activities are allowed.

E. Tennis court hours are from sunrise to 10:00 p.m. Lights must be turned off when play is finished. Switches
are located near each court.

F. Appropriate tennis attire must be worn at all times when playing on the courts. Rubber-soled footwear is
required. No hard-heeled or non-tennis black-soled shoes are allowed. Men must wear shirts at all times.
The following items of apparel are not acceptable on the tennis courts:

Men: Tank tops, sleeveless shirts with oversize armholes, swimsuits, and cutoffs.
Women: Tube tops, bare midriffs, halter-tops, swimsuits and the like.

G. An adult must be in attendance when anyone under the age of eighteen (18) uses the courts.

H. Pets are not allowed in the Tennis Center, on tennis courts, or in areas where food is being served except
for those specifically trained to assist sight-impaired or other handicapped persons (and are so identified).
Pets in the vicinity of tennis courts must be leashed and controlled in a manner so as to not disrupt players
or spectators when play is in progress. Article X, Section 3 of these Rules and Regulations contains
additional information on pets.

Section2  Scheduling and Reservations

A. STC Tennis Coordinators are assigned the responsibility for scheduling and reservations of all tennis courts
in SaddleBrooke. Only the Coordinators shall make entries into the master schedule.

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B. The Tennis Center is located at the HOA # 1 Tennis Courts. Hours of operation are posted on the doors of
the Tennis Center. At the discretion of the STC Board, the hours may change to accommodate seasonal or
operational needs.

C. Both Singles Play and Doubles Play will be for a maximum period of two (2) hours, except for League Play or
Official Organized Events. Court reservations for consecutive, back-to-back two-hour blocks of time may not
be made.

D. Prime time is defined as the first six (6) hours of each day, in three (3) two (2) hour sessions, of seasonally
adjusted scheduled court play.

E. Aten (10) minute Default Time is used for all court reservations except for League Play and Official
Organized Events.

F. For court reservations or availability on any day, contact the Tennis Center at 825-0255 or 917-3770. The
Tennis Center is open Monday through Saturday.

G. No League Play can be scheduled before the third session of Prime Time, except when the Senior
Coordinator determines that courts are available during an earlier session. Participation on SaddleBrooke
teams is limited to SaddleBrooke residents. League matches will have priority over any other reservation
until their conclusion.

H. Courts will be reserved for the STC Organized Play during Prime Time on STC sponsored Organized Play
days —Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, Friday and Saturday. Organized Play consists of men's, ladies', and
mixed doubles.

I. Group Tennis Programs requiring multiple court use over a period of time must first receive approval from
both the HOA # 1 and HOA # 2 Tennis Committees.

Section3  General Court Usage

A. Three (3) courts will be available for non-STC members during Prime Time on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday,
Friday and Saturday. These courts can be reserved up to one week in advance and are not to be used by or
with STC members if a non-member has reserved them. Any of the three (3) courts which have not been
reserved at least two (2) days prior to the day in question, may then be reserved by any SaddleBrooke
resident to play with any person he or she wishes.

B. The three (3) courts referenced above are available for all HOA # 1 and HOA # 2 residents for recreational
use and other usages as specified in Sections 4, 5, and 6 below. Additional court availability is listed below in
Sections 3C and 3D. Availability should be verified with the Tennis Coordinator as exceptions for special
events may be in effect. Blackout periods for special events will be publicized well in advance.

C. All courts are available for usage all day Wednesday and Sunday with the exception of blackout periods for
special events. Availability should be verified with the Tennis Coordinator.

D. All courts will be available after Prime Time on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, Friday and Saturday with the
exception of blackout periods for special events. Availability should be verified with the Tennis Coordinator.

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Section 4 Clinics and Lessons

A. Tennis Professionals must pay a Usage Fee to conduct fee-based clinics or lessons using SaddleBrooke
tennis facilities. They must first register and sign a contract with the Homeowner Association on whose
courts their clinics or lessons will be conducted. Courts used for instructional purposes must be scheduled
by the resident receiving the instructions and during Prime Time will be limited to the non-adjacent
MountainView courts.

B. Clinics and lessons are scheduled in one-hour increments.
Section 5 Ball Machines

A. Any SaddleBrooke Member/Homeowner, Associate Member, Qualified Renter, Guest, or Preferred Guest
may use Ball Machines that are owned by the Homeowner Associations.

B. Ball machines may not be reserved more than two (2) days in advance.
C. Ball Machine use is not to exceed one (1) hour.

D. A ball machine may not be used on an adjacent court during Organized Play, League Play, or an Official
Organized Event.

E. The ball machine at MountainView may only be used on Court 13.

F. Persons not familiar with Ball Machines are requested to attend an orientation before first use. Tennis
Coordinators will provide information about available Ball Machine orientation programs, reservation rules,
and other limitations on use.

Section 6 Backboard

A. Any SaddleBrooke Member/Homeowner, Associate Member, Qualified Renter, Guest or Preferred Guest
may use the backboard available at the Preserve site for tennis practice.

B. The backboard may not be reserved more than two (2) days in advance.
C. Backboard use is scheduled in one-half (1/2) hour increments.

D. The backboard may not be used if an Organized Play, League Play, or an Official Organized Event is in
progress.

Section 7 Enforcement of Tennis Rules

Violations of Tennis Rules are subject to citation and review in accordance with the HOA # 2 Rules and
Regulations.
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ARTICLE VIII  GUESTS, RENTERS, QUALIFIED RENTERS, ASSOCIATE MEMBERS, AND MEMBERS

Section 1 Guests

A

The following rules have been established for Guests. Members/Homeowners are responsible for making
Guests aware of these Rules and Regulations. These Rules and Regulations must be strictly complied with.
Members/Homeowners are liable for any fines or penalties resulting from Guests violating any of the Rules
and Regulations.

. A Guest is defined as a non-resident friend or relative of a Member/Homeowner, Associate Member, or

Qualified Renter who is visiting HOA # 2 at the personal invitation and with specific knowledge and
sponsorship of same.

. Non-residents are ineligible for membership in SaddleBrooke clubs and organizations. Non-resident

participation in scheduled activities may be accommodated only on a space-available basis after resident
demand for space in the activity has been satisfied and then only under the personal sponsorship of
SaddleBrooke residents who are Members/Homeowners, Associate Members, Qualified Renters, or
participants.

. Guest Cards may be obtained by a Member/Homeowner, Associate Member, or Qualified Renter at the

HOA # 2 Offices. Guest Cards are issued for a maximum of fifteen (15) days and can be renewed for an
additional fifteen (15) days during any twelve (12)-month period. No further Cards will be issued to that
Guest during that period.

If a Member/Homeowner, Associate Member, or Qualified Renter will be out of town and expecting a
Guest, the resident must complete a "Resident Vacation" form at the HOA # 2 Office in addition to
obtaining a Guest Card.

. When using the facilities, a Guest must at all times be accompanied by a Member/Homeowner, Associate

Member, or Qualified Renter or have a valid Guest Card in his/her possession and comply with all rules and
regulations applicable to the facility being used.

. The Board or General Manager may restrict the use of any facility or the attendance of Guests at any

function or activity.

. Guests under the age of eighteen (18) may use the facilities when accompanied by an adult resident or

adult Guest with a valid Guest Card.

I. A Guest Card is not required when the Member/Homeowner, Associate Member, or Qualified Renter will be

accompanying the Guest at all times or when Guests are attending management approved functions.

Section 2 Renters

A.

B.

Renters must meet the age requirements for living in SaddleBrooke as stipulated in the Amended and
Restated Tract Declaration of CC&Rs Section 3.0. These include, but are not limited to: one (1) person per
household must be forty (40) years of age or older.

A copy of the lease or other confirmation of rental from the Member/Homeowner must be filed with the
HOA # 2 Office. Failure to file will result in a fine of one-twelfth (1/12) of the annual Community Service Fee
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for each thirty (30)-day rental. All fines previously incurred by the Member/Homeowner must be paid by
the date of filing.

Section 3 Qualified Renters

A

B.

Only Renters who are "Qualified Renters" may use the facilities.

When a lease copy, or written confirmation of rental from the Member/Homeowner, has been filed with
the General Manager and all Homeowner Membership Cards for the rented property have been
surrendered, then Renter Cards will become available for the renters.

. One (1) Renter Card will be issued for each Homeowner Membership Card surrendered for the rented

property. If only one (1) person owns the rental property and two (2) people rent the property then two (2)
Renter Cards may be issued. Additional Renter Cards may be purchased at a cost of one-half (1/2) the
annual Community Service Fee (prorated into monthly installments) only for any  portion of any month
covered by the rental lease. A maximum of two (2) additional Renter Cards may be purchased.

. Members/ Homeowners are responsible for making their renters aware of these Rules and Regulations.

Members/Homeowners are liable for any fines or penalties resulting from Renters violating any of the Rules
and Regulations.

Section 4 Associate Member

A.

Any person(s) residing in the residence who is not named on the deed and who has reached his/her
nineteenth birthday must apply for an Associate Membership unless the additional person(s) are physically
unable to use the recreational facilities, as determined by the Board in its sole discretion, regardless of
whether or not more than two residents of the residence actually use the recreational facilities. The Board,
in its sole discretion shall decide when an additional person is "residing" in a residence.

. Notwithstanding the above, an Associate Member under the age of forty (40) may not reside in a home in

HOA # 2 longer than sixty (60) days unless at least one (1) Member/Homeowner over the age of forty (40)
also resides in the residence.

. An Associate Membership may be purchased by the Member/Homeowner at the HOA # 2 Office for one-

half (1/2) of the Community Service Fee. This fee may be paid on an annual or semi-annual basis, as is the
Community Service Fee.

. When using the facilities, an Associate Member must at all times have a valid Associate Membership Card

in his/her possession and complies with all rules and regulations applicable to the facility being used.

Associate Members are required to comply with these Rules and Regulations. Members/Homeowners are
liable for any fines or penalties resulting from Associate Members violating any of the Rules and
Regulations.

. Associate Members may use all facilities available to and under the same conditions as

Members/Homeowners.
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Section5 Member

A. Each Member/Homeowner is entitled to a Membership Card showing they are a member of HOA # 2. This
allows the member to use the recreational facilities as long as they meet the Community Service Fee
stipulations in Section 5C below.

B. When using the facilities, a Member/Homeowner must at all times have a valid Membership Card in his/her
possession and complies with all rules and regulations applicable to the facility being used.

C. The annual Community Service Fees are based on one (1) or two (2) Members/Homeowners per dwelling
unit. If more than two (2) persons are named on the deed then an additional annual assessment of fifty per
cent (50%) of the annual Community Service Fee will be charged for each additional owner over two (2)
owners unless such person(s) are physically unable to use the recreational facilities, as determined by the
Board in its sole discretion, regardless of whether or not more than two (2) residents of the residence
actually use the recreational facilities.

D. The Community Service Fee and any additional fees for owners in excess of two (2) may be paid on an
annual or semi-annual basis.

ARTICLE IX ASSESSMENT COLLECTION PROCEDURES

Section 1 General

A. Annual Assessments (Homeowner Dues) may be paid annually or semi-annually, with the first installment
due and payable on or before January 1 of each calendar year and the second installment due and payable
on or before July 1 of each year.

B. In addition to Annual Assessments, the Board may, at any time during the assessment year, levy a special
assessment applicable to that year only for purposes as authorized by the CC&Rs.

C. Any assessments which are not paid within fifteen (15) days after the expiration of the due date shall be
deemed delinquent. The member shall be subject to late fees and interest as stated in the CC&Rs as set
forth in A.R.S. Section 33-1803.A. All charges shall be reflected on all future billing statements.

D. Within thirty (30) days, a notice of past due will be mailed on all assessments that have not been paid by
the due date. The late fee and/or interest for late payment will be included on the billing statement.

E. The Board may suspend facility use privileges for any member who is delinquent in the payment of any
assessment. Such members' names may be posted at appropriate locations.

F. Every thirty (30) days thereafter, notices will be sent to the delinquent member reflecting the amount due
and including late fees and accrued interest.

G. Pursuantto A.R.S.Section33-1807 . A, t he association has an aut om
for an unpaid assessment, together with charges for late payment, reasonable collection fees and
reasonable attorney fees and costs, from the time the assessment becomes due. No further lien
instrument is required to be recorded to perfect such lien right; however, the association may cause to be
recorded a separate lien instrument to confirm such lien. At any time after the expiration of fifteen (15)
days following the date that the assessments become past due, the association may foreclose such lien in

the same manner as a real estate mortgage is foreclosed or pursue other appropriate legal action to collect
the amount of the delinquency; provided that no foreclosure shall be permitted unless the delinquency
shall exist for a period of at least one (1) year or shall be in the amount of $1,200.00 or more excluding the
amount of reasonable collection fees, reasonable attorneys fees and charges for the late payment of and
costs incurred with respect to those assessments, whichever occurs first.

H. Pursuantto A.R.S.Section33-1 807 . A t he association does not have
fees, charges, late charges, monetary penalties and interest charged pursuant to A.R.S. Section 33-1803.B,
other than charges for late payment of assessment. The association has a lien for fees, charges, late
charges, other than charges for late payment of assessments, monetary penalties or interest charged
pursuant to section 33-1803 after the entry of a judgment in a civil suit for those fees, charges, late charges,
monetary penalties or interest from a court of competent jurisdiction and the recording or that judgment in
the office of the county recorder as otherwise pr
for assessments, for charges for late payments of those assessments, for reasonable collection fees and for
reasonable attorney fees and costs incurred with respect to those assessments may not be foreclosed and
is effective only on conveyance of any interesting the real property.

I. There will be an administrative charge for each returned check.

ARTICLE X COMMON AREAS, CLOTHESLINES, PETS, GENERAL NUISANCES, POSTED NOTICES, GARBAGE

Section 1 Common Areas

A. Definition: Common Areas generally consist of those portions of HOA # 2 that are owned by or held for the
benefit of HOA # 2, are not part of any residential lot, and have not been dedicated as a public street or golf
course. Corner lots may or may not extend to the side street depending on the deed. Clarification of
whether an area adjacent to a side street is a Common Area or part of a lot can be obtained from the
Common Areas Supervisor.

B. Violations: It is a violation for any Member/Homeowner or his/her designee to landscape or place
anything, including but not limited to plantings, steps, rocks, gravel, pavements, patios, walls, buildings,
poles, screens, fountains, benches, or any foreign materials/chemicals detrimental to growth on any
Common Area or Golf Course area. Only the Board, by Board action, or the Director of Golf Operations may
grant exception to this Rule. Neither the Board nor the Director of Golf Operations may delegate this
authority.

It is a violation for any Member/Homeowner or his/her designee to trim trees or bushes on any Common
Area or Golf Course area or to deposit any plant trimmings or debris on a Common Area or Golf Course
area. Grasses in Common Areas or Golf Course Areas may be trimmed up to a distance of eight (8) feet
from the property line by a Member/Homeowner. Trimming past eight (8) feet will be considered a
violation.

If a Member/Homeowner would like a tree or bush on a Common Area or a Golf Course pruned or

removed, he/she must submit a request form to have the work done. The applicable form is "Request for
Pruning or Removal of Trees/Plant in the Common Area" and it is available from the HOA # 2 Office.
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If a Homeowner notices problems in a Common Area such as, but not limited to, erosion or potential fire
hazard, he/she should report the problem on a HOA # 2 Facilities/Common Areas Reporting Form available
from the HOA # 2 Office.

The forms mentioned above should be completed as directed on the forms and submitted to the HOA # 2
Office. Golf Course issues will be sent to the Director of Golf Operations.

C. Penalties: Any significant defacing of Common Areas, as determined by the Common Areas Supervisor, will
result in the filing of a vandalism/property damage complaint with the Pinal County Sheriff. Any
Member/Homeowner violating this rule must return the Common Area involved to its original state (if
possible). If the Member/Homeowner fails to remedy or fails to diligently work toward complying with this
Article, the Board may take action to remove the non-complying improvements or debris and recover the
costs incurred from the Member/Homeowner. In addition, defacing of trees will result in a fine of five
hundred dollars ($500) per tree, plus the cost to restore the Common Area to its original state. Damage
related to Golf Course property will be addressed by Golf Operations.

Section 2 Clotheslines

Outside clotheslines or other outside facilities for drying or airing clothes shall not be erected, placed,
maintained or used anywhere in HOA # 2 including private yards unless not visible from neighboring
properties per CC&Rs.

Section 3 Pets

Pets must be kept on a leash and be under the control of the pet owner, when not on the 0 W n eprogefrty.
The safety of all is a paramount issue. No pet shall be allowed to make an unreasonable amount of noise or to
become a nuisance or an annoyance to others. The pet's owner is responsible for the conduct of his/her pet at
all times. It is the pet owner's responsibility to remove and dispose of any solid waste deposited by such
animal on private or public property, including common property. Pets, except for those specifically trained to
assist the sight impaired or other handicap (and are so identified), are not allowed in any HOA # 2 facility or
adjacent properties surrounding MountainView, DesertView, and the Preserve complexes except as described
below:

Southeast Corner of MountainView area — The area bounded on the North by MountainView parking
lot, on the South by MountainView Boulevard, on the West by a line extending perpendicular from
MountainView Boulevard to the 1*' light post east of the drive leading up to the MountainView
clubhouse, and on the East as far as the grass extends.

For rules regarding pets in the Dog Park, refer to Article Xlll, Section 2.

B. Penalties:
1st offense: $10.
2nd offense: $20.
Each additional offense: Double the previous fine.

This fine schedule is based on a twelve (12)-month period preceding the last violation.
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Section4  General Nuisances

A. All types of fireworks are prohibited due to the noise/fire hazard, except those used by HOA # 2 for the general
enjoyment of the community.

B. No sound emitting device(s) shall be operated in a manner so as to be offensive or cause a nuisance to
neighbors.

C. Exterior floodlights should be directed downward and are expected to be used on an intermittent basis only,
and are not meant to be used continuously to illuminate the landscaping and/or patio areas. The use of Quartz
Halogen floodlights with the exception of low voltage versions is prohibited.

All other exterior lighting is allowed until 10:00 p.m. After 10:00 p.m. only the following exterior lighting is
allowed:

i) A recessed fixture and light source of less than nine-hundred fifty (950) lumens.

ii) A fully shielded fixture and light source of less than nine-hundred fifty (950) lumens.

iii) A partially shielded fixture and light source of less than five-hundred fifty (550) lumens.

iv) Any combination of lights from i), ii), and iii) with a total of two-thousand (2000) lumens or less.

v) Low voltage landscape lighting regardless of any other exterior lighting.

vi) Seasonal holiday lighting.

vii) Lighting not described in i) —v) above and only used on an intermittent basis for safety purposes or
emergency situations.

After 10:00 p.m. it is also a violation if the light source (bulb) causes glare and/or unreasonably interferes with
the reasonable use and enjoyment of neighboring properties (items and their usage covered by vi) and vii)
above are excluded from consideration as a violation). Interior fixtures that are intended to light something on
the outside are considered exterior lighting for the purpose of this rule.

D. Definitions:

i. Recessed fixture — A fixture built into a structure or part of a structure so that no part of the bulb extends
or protrudes beyond the underside of the fixture.

ii. Fully shielded fixture — An outdoor light fixture shielded or constructed so that no light rays are emitted
by the fixture at angles above a horizontal plane passing through the lowest point of the fixture.

iii. Partially shielded fixture —An outdoor light fixture with a translucent barrier, or a solid barrier with small
openings, that allow some light to pass through the barrier's walls while concealing the bulb from the
viewer. Light may also be emitted through the top of the fixture if the fixture is located under a part of a
structure which stops direct projection of light into the sky.

iv. Glare —Intense light that results in discomfort and/or reduction in visual performance and visibility.

v. Lumens —A measurement of light which is independent of the amount of electricity used. A forty (40)
watt incandescent bulb produces about four hundred eighty (480) lumens, a sixty (60) watt incandescent
bulb about nine hundred (900) lumens, and a seventy-five (75) watt incandescent bulb about one

thousand two hundred (1200) lumens.
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E. Penalties:
1st offense: Warning.
2nd offense: $10.

Each additional offense: Double the previous fine.

This fine schedule is based on a twelve (12)-month period preceding the last violation.

Section 5 Posted Notices

Notices, handbills, or the like may not be placed anywhere on HOA # 2 properties without prior management
approval.

Section6  Garbage

Garbage and trash should be kept in covered containers which are stored so they are not visible from the
street or neighboring property. Garbage containers shall not be placed at the curb for pickup more than
twelve (12) hours prior to the pickup start time (currently 6:00 a.m.) and should be removed from the curb the
same day as pickup. Residents are responsible for cleaning up their garbage if it is spilled or scattered by
wildlife.

ARTICLE XI SOLICITATION, MAIL TUBES, SIGNAGE

Section 1 Solicitation

A. The written approval of the General Manager is necessary before any solicitation may be conducted in or
on HOA # 2 properties or on homeowner residential property for the purpose of:

i) The purchase of any product or service.
ii) The participation in any promotion of a company or organization.
iii) The request for the donation of money or property, or for financial assistance of any kind.

B. Solicitation by direct house-to-house contact of homeowners by any organization, company or individual by
ringing the doorbell or knocking at any residential property is prohibited.

Section2  Mail Tubes

A. Mail tubes affixed on residential mail posts are the property of individual homeowners.

B. The Board, Committees, Staff, chartered SaddleBrooke clubs and organizations, and individual
Members/Homeowners may use these tubes to communicate non-commercial information of general
interest.

C. These mail tubes may not be used by any outside organizations, company, political organization or
individual to solicit homeowners. Commercial advertisers have available to them the SaddleBrooke

Progress, SaddleBag Notes, Two's News and the cable TV provider.

D. All material placed in tubes must be identified by either the name of the club or organization or the name
of the homeowner distributing the material. Anonymous material is not allowed.
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E. Any person, organization, or company found violating the provisions of this policy shall be reported to the
General Manager.

Section3  Signage

A. No signs which are visible from neighboring property shall be erected or maintained in Residential or
Common Areas of HOA # 2 except:

i) Signs required by legal proceedings.

ii) ldentification signs for individual residences, provided the number and specifications of such signs
satisfy criteria established by the Architectural and Landscaping Committee.

iii) Such other signs including, but not limited to, signs erected by the Developer or its affiliates and

construction job identification signs, directional signs and subdivision identification signs, that have been
approved by the Developer or the Board.

iv) One (1) "For Sale" or "For Rent" signs for individual residences, provided that such sign shall advertise
only the property upon which it is placed. "For Rent" signs shall be removed from the lot when the
dwelling has been rented. The Board or their agent may enter the lot for purpose of removing any "For
Sale" or "For Rent" signs that do not comply with this subsection.

a) Such sign shall be no larger than four (4) square feet or 24" x 24" and its supporting frame no more
than thirty (30) inches wide.

b) For signs utilizing posts, the top of the frame shall be no more than forty-eight (48) inches above
ground.

c) Such signs shall be restricted in placement to front yards only and shall not be placed adjacent to golf
courses or green belts.

d) Such signs shall be placed no closer than one (1) foot from the nearest part of the street or curb,
whichever is closer.

e) One (1) "Open House" sign on the premises may be permitted only from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. on
the day of the Open House. No lead-in signs are permitted.

v) Signs for approved community events.

vi) One (1) sign, no larger than four (4) square feet, may be placed on a homeowner's lot by a

landscape/construction contractor to show who is doing the work. The sign will be removed upon
completion of the work.

vii) Alarm system signs must be installed in the yard or posted in windows that identify the alarm business
and a telephone number to call when the alarm has been activated.

viii) "For Sale" signs on vehicles, golf cars, and RV's.
a) One (1) "For Sale" sign per vehicle.

b) "For Sale" sign shall be no larger than 16" x 20".
c) "For Sale" sign shall not be painted on the vebhicle.
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d) If not in use, a vehicle displaying a "For Sale" sign must be parked in the owner's driveway except for
large RV's, which can be parked in front of the owner's residence per the requirements of Article IV,
Section 5.

e) Vehicles for sale are not to be parked in common area parking lots except in the normal course of
the owner's use.

ix) One political sign may be posted either inside the window of a home or on the homeowner's property

a) Such sign shall be no larger than 24" x 24",

b) The top of the frame and sign shall be no more than forty-eight (48) inches above the ground.

¢) Such sign shall be placed no closer than one (1) foot from the nearest part of the street or curb
whichever is closer.

d) Such sign shall not be displayed before forty-five (45) days prior to the election or after seven (7)
days following the election.

x) Softball facility signs.

a) Allinformational signage (restrooms, directional, etc.) within the ballpark shall be similar in size and
style to those found within the HOA # 2 facilities.
b) The SaddleBrooke Senior Softball Association (SSSA) will maintain, in good condition, all signs
associated with the softball field as per the licensing agreement.
c) All other signs, except Team/League Sponsor signs, shall be posted only on the inside of the outfield
fence surrounding the softball field and on the scoreboard. The signs on the fence shall be no higher
than the top of the fence. The printing shall be only on the inside facing the softball field and the
backside of the sign shall be blank and painted a standard color as approved by the Board. The Board
will approve all signs before installation.
Team/League Sponsor signs shall be posted on the third base fence and are no higher than the top of
the fence and not exceed four (4) feet x eight (8) feet in size. The printing shall only be on the side
facing the parking lot and the backside of the signs shall be blank and either white or yellow in color.
League Sponsor signs shall only be displayed during official SSSA league games. Team Sponsor signs
shall only be displayed during official SSSA league games with one (1) sign allowed for each team
participating in the game in progress. Team Sponsor signs shall be taken down at the end of each
game. League Sponsor signs shall be taken down at the end of the SSSA league games for that day.
The HOA # 2 Board of Directors shall approve all Team/League Sponsor signs.

xi) Dog Park facility signs,

a) All signage within the Dog Park shall be similar in size and style to those found within the HOA # 2
facilities.

b) Dog Park rules shall be posted at the entrance(s).

c) Merchant advertising signs shall only be allowed as approved by the Board.

B. The General Manager reserves the right to refuse to grant permission for the erection of a sign otherwise
conforming to these guidelines, or to revoke permission previously granted if such sign is aesthetically
offensive, dangerous, or creates a nuisance to surrounding property. The Board reserves the right to
remove any sign in violation. These signs can be retrieved at the HOA # 2 Office or other site designated by
the General Manager.

C. This policy will be enforced by the SaddleBrooke Patrol.
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Section4  Violations
Any Member/Homeowner violating the provisions of this policy shall be subject to the enforcement process in
Article I, Section 9 of these Rules and Regulations. The Member/Homeowner shall be held responsible for the
actions of his/her Guests, Renters, invitees, contractors, etc.

ARTICLE Xl GOLF COURSE RULES AND REGULATIONS

HOA # 2 does not own the MountainView or Preserve golf courses and has no control over the promulgation
or amendment of golf course rules. Golf course rules can be obtained from the sales center or pro shops.

ARTICLE XlII SOFTBALL AND DOG PARK FACILITIES

Section1  Softball Facility

A. General rules for the SSSA are covered under a License Agreement between HOA # 2 and the SSSA and by
SSSA Bylaws. The following rules are for the benefit of the general public.

i) The softball facility will be used for softball practice and games only and no other purposes.

ii) Any SaddleBrooke resident and his/her guests may use the facility as long as it is not being used by the
SSSA or is under maintenance. Permission to use the facility must be obtained from the SSSA.

iii) Hours of operation will be from 8:00 a.m. to sunset from November 1 through March 31, and from 7:00
a.m. until sunset from April 1 through October 31.

iv) No person or entity shall be allowed to sell food or beverages. Consumption of alcoholic beverages is
not allowed at the facility.

v) During softball events, parking for players and spectators will be in the Softball Facility parking lot.

Parking by players or spectators on any street within the area is not allowed. All overflow parking will be
at the DesertView Theatre and Sports Complex parking lot.

Section2  Dog Park

A. General rules for the SaddleBrooke Dog Park Association (SDPA) are covered under their License
Agreement, Bylaws and park rules. The following rules are for the benefit of the general public.

i) Only SDPA members and their guests are allowed to use the facility. Children under the age of eight (8)
are NOT allowed in the park.

ii) The Dog Park facility is intended to be used as a dog park and no other purposes.

iii) Hours of operation will be 8:00 a.m. to sunset from November 1 through March 31 and from 7:00 a.m.
until sunset from April 1 through October 31.

iv) No person or entity shall be allowed to sell food or beverages. Consumption of alcoholic beverages is
not allowed at the facility.
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v) Persons using the Dog Park are to park in the DesertView Theatre and Sports Complex parking lot.
Parking by Dog Park users on any street within the area of the Dog Park is not allowed. All overflow
parking will be at the Softball Facility parking lot.

vi) Excessive barking must be dealt with immediately by the handler or the dog(s) must be removed from
the park.

ARTICLE XIV PRESERVE PICKLEBALL COURT RULES

Section 1 General

A. Only SaddleBrooke Members/Homeowners, Associate Members, Qualified Renters, Guests, and
Preferred Guests are allowed use of the Pickleball facilities in HOA#2. Non-residents may use the courts
only during specified events, which allow non-residents and have been authorized by the SaddleBrooke
Pickleball Association (SPA) Board of Directors.

B. The HOA#2 Pickleball facilities consist of two (2) Pickleball courts located immediately north of the
Preserve Clubhouse. The site is owned by HOA#2 and is under the jurisdiction of the HOA#2 General
Manager.

C. The Pickleball courts are to be used for Pickleball only. Standard Pickleball paddles and balls are to be
used.

D. Pickleball court hours are from sunrise to 10:00 p.m.
E. Rubber-soled footwear is required. No hard-heeled shoes are allowed.
F. An adult must attend when anyone under the age of eighteen (18) uses the courts.

G. All equipment and chairs supplied by the SPA for player and spectator use is to be properly replaced in
the designated locations when usage is finished.

Section 2 Preserve Court Usage

A. The SPA shall be responsible for scheduling usage of the Pickleball courts. A chart showing reserved
courts is available for review on the Internet and can be accessed through the web sites for both HOA#1
and HOA#2. Residents without Internet access can also obtain information by calling any SPA officer or
Court Reservation administrator. Contact information can be found in the SaddleBrooke Source Book.

B. The SPA reserves thirty (30) hours per week for usage by its members. The blocks of time which
constitute this reserved time are labeled either "Drop in “* ORbund Robin" on the chart showing reserved
courts. Scheduling of these blocks of reserved time will be seasonally adjusted.

Time reserved for Special Events sponsored by the SPA is not included in the thirty (30) hours of time
reserved for SPA members.

C. Reservations of the Pickleball courts are available to all SaddleBrooke residents for times other than those
hours reserved for SPA members or Special Events sponsored by the SPA. SPA members may make
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reservations directly via the Internet while non-members must contact the SPA officers or Court
Reservation administrators listed in the SaddleBrooke Source Book to obtain a reservation.

D. Courts, which are not reserved, or a reserved court, which has not been claimed within the Default Time
of ten (10) minutes, may be used by any SaddleBrooke resident, but must be relinquished when a
subsequent reservation time occurs and reserving player(s) are present.

Section 3 Enforcement of Preserve Pickleball Court Rules

Violations of Pickleball Court Rules are subject to citation and review in accordance with the HOA#2 Rules
and Regulations.
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
